• There are other Bible verses (in Psalm 119) that talk about how the Bible gives us understanding and 

hope and peace. We shouldn’t forget God’s Word, but we should remember it and do what it says. 

The Bible promises that we will be blessed when we follow what God says.

The Bible is the most wonderful book in the whole world! In the Bible, God He tells us how He 

made the world and how we can go to heaven one day. He tells about His amazing love for 

people and He teaches us how to live our lives on earth. The Bible is God’s Word to us.

• God wants us to know the Bible, because that’s how we get to know Him! 

• Let’s ask God to help us get to know Him better from the Bible.

• Let’s pray and ask God to help us love His Word and to do what it says.
