ACTS 8:26-40 UNDERSTANDING THE STORY:

Philip was a man who was faithful with the jobs that God gave him to do. One day an
angel of the Lord told him to get up and go someplace else.
e Did Philip obey God'’s word and go to the desert?

® There was a man who was coming back from worshipping in Jerusalem. Where was this man from?
* What was the Ethiopian man riding in? What was this man reading?

The Holy Spirit told Philip to go over to the chariot.
* Did Philip walk slowly to the chariot or did he run to the chariot?

® Philip heard the man reading from the Bible, did the man understand what he was reading?
® Did the man need someone to explain God’s Word to him? What did the man tell Philip to do?

The Ethiopian man had been reading about Jesus, but didn’t know it. Philip talked to the
man about what he was reading and Philip told the man about Jesus.

e After hearing about Jesus, what did the man want to do? Was there water close to them?
e Who did the man believe that Jesus was?
e What did Philip do to the man? What does it mean to be baptized?

After the Ethiopian man was baptized, the Spirit of the Lord took Philip someplace else
and the man didn’t see him anymore.

* Did the man rejoice after he came to know Jesus?

SIMPLE TRUTHS:
Philip did what God wanted him to do and God did wonderful things because of that.
¢ Did God know the Ethiopian man needed to hear about Jesus? Did God know that Philip would
obey Him?
e Should we obey whatever God says?
e Just like Philip ran to the chariot, should we quickly obey what Jesus tells us to do?

Philip knew God and He knew the Word of God, the Bible. That's why he was able to help
the Ethiopian man come to know Jesus.
e Should we keep getting to know Jesus and the Bible better, so that we can tell other people about
Him?
e /s there anyone that you know that you could tell about Jesus or someone you could pray for? Let's
ask God to help us be more like Philip...obeying whatever He tells us to do.
